Weigh in one fish per species per angler per day .
Everyone fishes with Momoi 6 kg IGFA mono. provided FREE for
each competitor at check in. No line over 6 kg other than
leader in lengths no greater than 15 feet allowed on the vessel during
the contest - Spot checks will be carried out.
Contest fished to IGFA rules. Please familiarize yourself with these
BEFORE the contest.

If fish weighed is a record claim you must have the first 20 feet of line com-
plete with hook, leader, sinkers as fished, so they can be submitted for ap-
proval.
Leader
The use of a leader is not required. If one is used, it must meet the following
specifications:

¢ The length of the leader is the overall length including any lure, hook ar-

rangement or other device.

# The leader must be connected to the line with a snap, knot, splice, swivel
or other device. .

# The leader shall be limited to 15 feet.
¢ Combined length of leader & double not to exceed 20 feet.

# Double not to exceed 15 feet.

Weigh In Tournament Clock: Will be the Official time Piece.

Anglers must be the weigh Queue by 17.30hrs

W eigh masters decision is final.

Fish that are damaged or of substandard quality will be subject to acceptance
by weigh master.

Angler Tournament ID to be shown at weigh in.

On a tie, first weighed fish will win.

Anglers must wear Tournament clothing for photograph during weigh in.
